Consumer Price Index (CPI) is of great importance to planners, decision makers and all relevant
users who directly involved in the development plans and programs which are implemented by
government to improve the citizens’ standard of living. CPI is used to measures the economic
inflation and deflation resulted from changes in the market prices that reflects the country’s
economic imbalance which should be taken into consideration in order to take the necessary
measures to confront them.

There is no doubt that CPI helps government to assess plans as well as predict the changes that
may happen in the future through measuring different events such as food prices in a given year
compared to the previous year or the prices in a specific month compared to the previous month
of a given year, or comparing the production of a particular economic sector in one country to the
same production in another country to see the development that happen in the production over a
specific period of time.

KRSO is pleased to produce this report to meet the users’ needs to obtain their economic relative
indicators and provide statistical library with useful evidence-based data that can be used in

research and economic studies and planning.

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Introduction

Consumer Price Index is an important indicator used in economic studies and development plans.
CPI reflects the changes in the structure of production and consumption aspects of the society. it
is widely used to measure the economic inflation and deflation and the changes in the purchasing
power of the national currency. CPI is also used in national account to estimate the economic

activities and expenditures in comparison to the base year (fixed prices).

For this reason, based on the relative importance of consumer goods to the consumer expenditures,
Kurdistan region statistics office (KRSO) in cooperation with CSO worked to construct a standard
basket of consumer goods in 2013 to study the consumer expenditure changes at the level of main
and sub-groups in a regular period in addition to providing an appropriate frame for goods and
services which represents the system of prices and consumer price index. In 2014 and based on
the results of household socio-economic survey 2012 (IHSES), this frame was prepared for the
main groups of commodities and services that make the content of the goods basket and CPI was
measured according to the new basket, where the weight and relevance of goods were taken into
consideration. Then a database for the price was developed after weighting the main and sub

groups of consumer goods.

KRSO is pleased to publish annual report on consumer price index and Inflation rate in Kurdistan
region for 2020 that represents CPI indicators and inflation rate on a seasonal and biannual basis

hoping to meet the users’ expectations.
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Objectives
CPI provides data on monthly and annual changes in the prices paid by consumers for a
representative basket of goods and services on a monthly basis. The aim of this work is to provide
CPI data for the following purposes:
- for taking appropriate decisions practically in economic field by relevant parties and track
economy situation,
- to measuring changes in price of consumer goods and services,
- to track inflation trend
- touse in economic and statistical analysis related to changes in price and predicting prices
in different times,

- CPI can be used as a tool to measure the currency purchasing power.
Concepts

Consumer Price Index (CPI)
CPl is a statistical indicator that measures the average change in the prices of goods and services

in a specific time period compared to a base year where CPI is set to be equal to 100.

Basket of goods

Basket of goods refers to a group of goods and services that household paid for to meet their daily
needs. selecting basket of consumer goods relied on household socio-economic survey (IHSES)
conducted in 2012. Depending on the relevance of consumer goods and services, some goods

were excluded from the basket and some were added.

Household income and expenditure survey

Household income and expenditure survey provides data about what all family members spend in
exchange for goods and services (food, housing, clothing or personal items) during a specified
period. The results of the survey show the relative distribution of expenditure spent for goods and

services which is used in selecting basket of goods and calculating CPI.

Relative importance of goods and services
It indicates the percentage share of expenditure of goods and services which form the basket of

goods.
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Markets

Markets are places where the prices of goods and services, known as consumer basket, are
collected, such as retail stores, groceries in addition to places offering various services such as
medical services and services for rental units (apartments, houses) and other services including the
basket.

Alternative markets
It refers to the markets used as alternatives where the main markets could not be reached for any

reason like permanently closure of the place or unavailability of determined goods or items.

Current Price

It is the price of the goods or services at the reference period (day of interviewing).

Monthly inflation rate
The average prices change in a given month compared to the previous month.

Annual inflation rate

The average prices change in a given year compared to the previous year.

Base Year
The year 2012 was chosen as the base year in which the household expenditure and income
survey was conducted and relying on this survey the goods and services were weighted. CPI in

base year is equal to 100
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COICOP classification

To classify and analyze individual’s consumption expenditures incurred by households, the
classification of individual consumption by purpose (COICOP) was developed by the United
Nations Statistics Division and it has been relied on to meet our purpose in classification the
consumer expenditures. This classification consists of 12 sections which is known as main or first
division or first level, then the first level is expanded to the second, third and fourth level which
are given two, three, four and five digits respectively. The next two digits represent items.
Following represents an example for rice classification.

01: represent the first level or division (Food and Nonalcoholic beverages)

011: represent the second level (Food)

0111: represent the third level (Bread and cereals)

01111: represent the fourth level (Rice in all forms)

0111101: represent the Item (Rice)

Classification Structure of COICOP Division 01-12

The 01-12 divisions according to COICOP classification and the number of items used in each

division are as follows:

Food and non-alcoholic beverages include 271 items

Alcoholic beverages and tobacco include 3 items

Clothing and footwear include 84 items

Housing (rental housing, water, electricity, gas and other fuels) includes 15 items
Furnishings, household equipment and routine maintenance of the house includes 82 items
Health includes 27 items

Transport includes 34 items

Communication includes 7 items

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Methodology
Sampling

Basket of goods

To select the basket of goods which contains goods, services and housing rental, it was relied on
IHSES which was conducted in Irag and Kurdistan region in 2012 (base year). By time some goods
and services were added to and some were excluded from the basket according to the relative
importance they had to the consumers. 596 items were selected which represent 98% of the
monthly expenditure per capita. These goods and services classified into 12 main divisions and
64 sub division according to COICOP classification.

Markets

The markets or sampling points for collecting the prices of goods, services and rental housing are
the center of governorates. Regarding districts and sub-districts, they were selected by the size of
population and price differences after managing with administrative units in these areas. Prices are
not collected in villages, because there is no market for the majority of non-food items such as
electrical appliance. in these areas, people visit districts, sub-districts or city centers to obtain these

items.

Description of the items
It refers to the description of the items which are going to be recorded in the term of price, code,
the name, current price, previous price, measurement unit, pricing process and other factors which

have a role in their price like quality, brand, size, producer country, type of packaging...etc.

Questionnaire

The CPI data collection forms are prepared and designed by specialists in price statistics. The
questionnaire or form is designed to collect information on the goods and services which their
prices are going to be collected like, code of item, name of item, current price, previous price,
measurement unit, analysis code and periodicity of collecting prices in addition to the factors that

affect prices like, brand, country of origin, package, size, quality and others.

Two types of questionnaires were used in collecting data as follows:
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The first questionnaire is developed for collecting prices of fruits, vegetables and petroleum
products which are collected four times per month due to frequent changes in the prices of
these items in the center of governorates and districts. The number of items in this

questionnaire are 161 items.

The second questionnaire is for collecting prices of other items (except fruits, vegetables and
petroleum products) on a monthly basis in the centers of governorates and districts. the number
of items in this questionnaire are 435 items and their prices are collected according to the

following time schedules:

- The prices of food and tobacco (except fruits and vegetables) and clothes are collected
between 1-10 days of each month.

- The prices of housing, home appliances, health and education are collected between
11-20 days of each month.

- The prices of transportation, communication, entertainment and culture, restaurants,

miscellaneous goods and services are collected between 21-28 days of each month.

Mechanism of data collection

Data collection is conducted according to the following mechanisms and guidance:

- Data are directly collected from the selling points,

- Data are collected from different types of selling points (big, medium, small),

- The last price will be collected in the day of visit,

- To identify the most important factors which affect the prices like, brand, weight,
country of origin, size, and others,

- Commitment to the cycle of price collection (weekly, monthly, annually) for each item

Data auditing

To check the collected data and data accuracy, the following steps have been taken into

consideration:

- Developing an automatic correction program in the process of data entry to identify the

missing data and correcting the errors,
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Re-checking the form or questionnaire by returning the form to the points of data

collecting in the cases of uncertainty,

- randomly selecting a number of items and comparing the current price collected in the
last visit and the previous prices collected in the first visit,

- finding alternatives for missing items from other sources,

- tracking the sample points (markets) and making contact with these places and to locate

the exact place,

- following up the performance of enumerators.

Data processing
data processing is one of the most important steps that contribute to the success of CPI. For this
reason, it was already managed with data management department in KRSO for developing a data
entry and data processing program. We can simply explain data processing through the following
steps:
- Collected prices would be daily checked by supervisors of price program in statistical
directorates and related offices simultaneously with data entry. Data entry program applies
a set of data correction rules. Both of these stages have an important role in providing a
qualified data. Then, data would be sent to KRSO by local supervisors via email.
- Data would be rechecked by central supervisor in KRSO.
- Data checking stage would be completed after completing the following additional steps:
1) making comparison between price changes for all main groups and sub groups in
different places (cities) 2) automatically checking the collected prices through excel
program by doing a number of tests like, making comparison between price changes in a
given moth and its previous month or between a given month and the same month in the

previous year at the level of Kurdistan region, governorates centers and districts.

Data Quality and Accuracy of Data

Any survey is likely to be exposed to statistical or non-statistical errors during sampling and data
collection. To avoid or minimize these errors, best efforts have been made in selecting consumer
basket and markets in order to achieve a high qualified and accurate data. of these efforts we can

refer to 1) developing a program on an excel sheet in order to control and prevent possible errors,
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2) taking much care in selecting sampling units (markets), 3) providing training for the field teams

in a practical and theoretical way in order to raise capable enumerators.

Formula for Calculating CPI

CPlI is calculated through the following formula and steps:

Step 1: calculating Lower-Level Aggregation is done through Jevons’s formula or through the

geometric mean as follows:

in which, Py represents the Arithmetic mean of items in markets in the center of governorates and
the center of districts and Po represents the price of item in the base year (2012).

Step 2: after obtaining Py and Po for all items, the CPI for the Higher-Level Aggregation would
be calculated through the Jevons Formula, and then Laspeyres Formula would be used to
calculate the consumer price index relying on the weights achieved from the base year 2012 as

follows:

Where, P1/ PO represent the relative price
W: the weight of item relying on IHSES 2012
Following achieving the CPI for the main groups, sub-group, and smaller categories separately,
the CPI would be calculated by averaging them.
Calculating CPI at the level of governorates and Kurdistan region

After obtaining the price level (without weighting) for each good in each governorate through
Jevons Formula, the average price level for all goods would be derived from monthly expenditure

on all goods and services as follows:

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Where, Py Po: represents the price level for each good and service in each governorate
P1/Po (GOV): represents the price level of all goods and services in each governorate

W : weighting (the share of goods and services in total expenditure) represents the weight of all
goods and services in each governorate.

After obtaining the price level from equation 3, equation 2 would be used to calculate the CPI at

the level of Kurdistan region.

Calculating CPI for rental units

To calculate the CPI for rental units, it was relied on the data of housing section from IHSES 2012
in the Kurdistan region. that covered a sample size of 817 rental units (houses, apartments) across
governorates according to the selected sample in the center and districts of governorates and also

in some sub-districts and villages depending on the sample size.

The average rent for each room was calculated through the following equation:

Results:

CPI at the level of Kurdistan region:

Consumer price Index (CPI) recorded 96.2% in the Kurdistan Region in 2020 with a decrease by
3.8% compared to the base year 2012 and an increase by 0.5% compared to 2019.

CPI at the level of Governorates:
At the level of governorates, Erbil recorded 95.2%, Sulaimani recorded 95.3% and Duhok

governorate recorded 98.0%.

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As it can be observed in figure 10, at the level of Kurdistan region and governorates, CPI annual
change shows decrease between 2015 and 2016 (Kurdistan region by 5.3%, Erbil by 8.2%,
Sulaimani by 3.5% and Dohuk by 5.0%); CPI also shows decrease between 2016 and 2017 at the
level of Kurdistan region and governorates (Kurdistan region by 2.8%, Erbil by 0.5%, Sulaimani
by 5.3% and Dohuk by 1.7%); between 2017 and 2018, CPI annual change recorded 0.9% at the
level of Kurdistan region and 2.4%, 0.4%, -0.4% in Erbil, Sulaimani and Duhok governorate
respectively; between 2018 and 2019, the annual change recorded 1.0% at the level of Kurdistan
region, 1.2% in Erbil, 1.1% in Sulaimani and -0.2% in Duhok governorate; and between 2019 and
2020 it recorded 0.5% at the level of Kurdistan region, -2.1%, 1.8% and 0.6% in Erbil, sulaimani
and Duhok governorate respectively (Figure 11).
